Transition / Prayer Update researching divorce lawyers, so after that fight, I called their 

office and hit go. The divorce paperwork was in preparation.   

The next morning, he said "I don't know what you want, that 

we are not already doing." Among many examples, I said 

Weekend to Remember and Cruise was a bucket list item that I 

knew he would never do with me, because of the spiritual 

foundation differences. He said "book Weekend to Remember, 

I want to show you that I want to save the marriage." 

Other cities would have been MUCH more convenient, but they 

were not available until Sept or Oct.  

Due ONLY to divine intervention, he said "This is more 

important. We cannot wait that long.... What's in June.''  We 

coordinated child care, drove 13 hours/900 miles one way, and 

through 4 states to attend the Sugarland TX Conference. We 

both knew we would have been divorced by September.
